STATEMENT:


I live in an area with dense forests, high mountains, and dramatic coastlines 
that both inspire and inform me.


My recent series explores nature in abstract and its observable connection to 
the built environment.  Scale, shape, color, pattern, and process figure 
prominently in my photographs blending together to create dreamlike 
abstractions with a sense of mystery.


As intimate observations of the (unseen) natural world with a distinct 
painterly look they challenge the notion of what a photograph ought to be.

Using the iPhone to produce a softer more flawed result, original images of 
domestic organic and inorganic elements (moss, lichen, volcanic rock) are 
photographed.  Scale is then greatly exaggerated, spotlighting and revealing 
imperceptible worlds of color and geometric shapes.
